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A few performance notes:

In “A Prayer in Spring,” the tenor-bass humming part,
don’t be too concerned about maintaining accurate pitches.
Muddy is good here; the point is to simulate, to a certain extent,
the buzzing of bees.

In “The Spring Storm,” the word “blessedness”
in the first line (if there were any question):
The second quarter note should be only an “sss.”

In “Blossom Time,” the word “awesome”,
given to the altos and basses,
should be not so much whispered,
as “stage-whispered” or uttered “sotto voce”.
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
